There have been no updates from either WNC or from Dame
Andrea Leadsom MP concerning the bypass. WNC are
apparently reviewing the BCR which is a key figure they used
as a reason for not progressing the by-pass. Some of the data
used was historic not current and some very important
elements were not even included, a prime example being the
effects caused by our pinch-point which ironically most regard
as the major reason for the need for a bypass. Cllr Hancock
asked if we could see the BCR questions and influence the
answers in any way, Cllr Morris replied that we had already
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done so and challenged them where we could. We have not had
any meaningful feed-back since those challenges were made
late in 2021.

Cllr Grant would like the PC to fund our own traffic count. It
was resolved that Cllr Grant will obtain costings for a 5 day
average traffic count.

Solar Farm Update

144 /1. The Developer has offered the parishes of Greatworth,
Halse and Farthinghoe a Community Fund for sustainable
projects on public building and land within the parishes.
These offers are of course conditional their on their application
being approved by WNC Planning

Cllr Morris stated that our prime desire as parishes is that the
Application is rejected, however we must also consider the
possibility that the Solar Farm is forced upon us with WNC
approving the Application.

With that in mind we must consider the offer and how we might
use it.

Itis in our interest that we respond to the offer by asking for
much more detail of the terms, but at the same time making
clear our preference for no Solar Farm at all.

144 /2 The current proposed construction route for the Solar
Farm is from the A43 along the Welsh Lane and then via
Marston St Lawrence via Halse road to site.

Entailing the movement of over 850 HGVs, mostly large artics,
over a 4-6 month period the ensuing chaos will potentially
cause much local traffic to move to the A422. For this reason,
the PC have tendered an objection to the proposed route.
